    Principles and theoretical foundations 

 

➢ Findings. 
 

• A primary school with 3 cycle 2 classes (1st to 3rd grades) – level CE1/CE2 (2nd and 3rd grades), 
divided into a CE1, a CE2 and CE1 / CE2 and a ULIS inclusion program for disabled children. 

• One-third of pupils with low scores on CE1 assessments. 

• But also, a quarter of them with very good results above expectations. 

• A willingness of the pedagogical team to include all ULIS pupils on times in the week. 

• A ULIS program that is sometimes difficult to manage because of the pupils’ problems and a 
welcoming of pupils arriving during the school year that is made difficult by the class sizes.  

 

➢ A reflection by the team on how to organize unit classes within the school, based on the 
observation of the Italian school in Montechiarugolo. 

 
• The choice made is to have 3 heterogeneous CE1/CE2 

• One bets that the pupils benefiting the ULIS program will progress within this framework-
creating ritual  

 
 
Goal 
 

• Advancing all pupils in reading speed. 

 
 
Presentation of the methodology 

• At the beginning of the year, all pupils read Mr. Petit's text (see below) in order to know their initial 
level. The number of words read in 1 minute without error is counted. 
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No judgment is made on this assessment; it is explained to the pupils that it is meant to know their starting 
level and that the goal is that they do better the following times. An evaluation will be made again at Christmas 
and Easter. 

 
 

• Every week pupils are given a different text and they can measure and record their "performance" (= 
number of words read correctly in 1 minute) at the bottom of the page to see their progress as they 
read. 

 
 

• Pupils have different texts to read according to the level achieved: thus the first week 4 texts were 
distributed (see below):

For pupils who are excellent readers, who can read this text in less than a minute, it is asked to work 
on articulation, punctuation and tone.

This level is designed for dyslexic pupils to help them decipher more easily.

This last level is not only indicated to ULIS pupils but also to FLE pupils (Français Langue Etrangère, i.e. French 
as a foreign language = non-French speaking newcomers) or even to pupils in great difficulty of reading at the 
beginning of CE1 (2nd grade). 

 
 
Activity evaluation  
 
All pupils progressed, the 4th level could even disappear during the school year. 
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
